Opis programa

Poziv za dostavljanje zahtjeva (RFA) za dodjelu bespovratnih sredstava namijenjen je za podrsku slijedecih ciljeva
putem Fonda za bespovratna sredstva Bosnia-Herzegovina Diaspora Marketplace (dalje u tekstu: "BDM"):

Cili USAID projekta "Diaspora Invest" jeste potaci ekonomski doprinos bosansko-hercegovacke dijaspore socio-
ekonomskom razvoju zemlje. Jedan od nacina na koji projekt ,,Diaspora Invest” stimuli§e angaZman bh dijaspore je putem
Konkursa za izradu poslovnog plana koji se organizuje unutar BDM-a, a namijenjen stvaranju novih prilika za
zaposljavanje gradana BiH putem povecanja ulaganja dijaspore u BiH. BDM za cilj ima pruZiti podrsku za najmanje 70
malih i srednjih preduzeca u ranoj fazi razvoja, koja saraduju sa dijasporom po utvrdenim kriterijima, te kreirati 250
novih radnih mjesta u potpomognutim preduzecima. Pored toga, ocekuje se da ce ova bespovratna sredstva doprinijeti
porastu direktnih investicija dijaspore za najmanje 7 miliona USD, a u skladu s utvrdenim indikatorima kao $to su doprinosi
kroz novcane doznake i finansiranje kapitala u svrhu ulaganja u stalna sredstava, prenos znanja iz dijaspore, uvodenje
novih tehnologija i slicno, te poticanje preusmjeravanja dijela transfera novcanih doznaka prema ulaganjima i razvoju
preduzeca.

Opste informacije

Vise od 2 miliona ljudi porijeklom iz Bosne i Hercegovine (BiH) Zivi izvan zemlje. BiH dijaspora je uglavnhom
dobro integrirana i u boljem polozaju od drugih migrantskih zajednica u zemljama prijema, s velikim potencijalom
i spremnosc¢u da doprinese razvoju BiH. Tome svjedo i i znacajan priliv novcanih doznaka iz dijaspore, koji se
trenutno procjenjuje na 12% BDP-a BiH, Sto znatno prelazi priliv direktnih stranih investicija u zemlju.

BDM organizuje Konkurs za izradu poslovnog plana, koji za cilj ima podrzati poduzetnicki duh i resurse dijaspore
BiH, kao i mala i srednja preduzeca u BiH, putem bespovratnih sredstava BDM fonda. Tretiranjem zahtjeva za
dodjelu bespovratnih sredstava kao dijelom Sireg investicijskog plana, BDM ¢e nastojati podrzati finansijski odrziva
preduzeca iz BiH koja imaju potencijal prosiriti svoje poslovanje i zaposliti nove zaposlenike, a imaju jasno
definisanu vezu sa bh. dijasporom.

Ova sredstva ce olaksati
mobilizaciju kapitala dijaspore u nedovoljno finansirana mala i srednja preduzeca s potencijalom visokog rasta,
Sto ¢e dovesti do kreiranja novih radnih mjesta u razlicitim sektorima.

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Ukupna vrijednost BDM fonda je 1,824,946.50 USD. Iznos pojedinacnog granta se krece u rasponu od 15.000 do
50.000 KM. Maksimalan iznos sredstava za dodjelu po jednom podnesenom zahtjevu je 50.000 KM.

a) Fokus podrudja za razmatranje

Bespovratna sredstva ¢e biti dodijeljena za aktivnosti koje najvise mogu doprinijeti ukupnom uéinku na: kreiranje
novih radnih mjesta, povecanje direktnih investicija dijaspore, uspostavljanje i/ili jacanje partnerstava malih i
srednjih preduzeca u BiH s dijasporom, prenos znanja iz dijaspore, istrazivanja novih trzista, mentorstva, poslovno
umrezavanje i jacanje veza izmedu nauke, tehnologije i privrede, te koristenje ostalih finansijskih i nefinansijskih
doprinosa ekonomskom razvoju BiH.

Javnim pozivom se potice ucesce zena investitora iz dijaspore i/ili poduzetnica.

U zahtjevu za dodjelu bespovratnih sredstava neophodno je navesti planirane aktivnosti i objasniti kako i u kojem
obimu se ocekuje da ¢e ove aktivnosti poluditi ostvarive rezultate i doprinijeti ostvarenju poslovnih ciljeva.

Pravo na prijavu na poziv za dodjelu bespovratnih sredstava

Bosnia and Herzegovina Diaspora Marketplace (BDM) fond usmjeren je na podrsku novih ili prosirenju poslovanja

postoje¢ih preduzeca povezanih s dijasporom, osnovanim do tri godine prije objave Poziva za dostavljanje

zahtjeva.

Podnositelji zahtjeva za Bosnia and Herzegovina Diaspora Marketplace fond moraju ispuniti nekoliko kriterija

kako bi njihovi zahtjevi bili odobreni za finansiranje. Ti kriteriji podrazumijevaju:

I. Pravni status: Fond za bespovratna sredstva otvoren je za mala i srednja preduze¢a (MSP)" osnovana u

Bosni i Hercegovini. Zakonski predstavnik preduzeca koja jos nisu zavrsila postupak osnivanja mogu

ucestvovati u Pozivu, pod uslovom da registraciju okoncaju prije zavrsnog kruga odabira.

2. Starost preduzeca: Mala i srednja preduzeca (MSP), podnositelji zahtjeva, moraju imati status startupa ili

preduzeca osnovanog prije najvise tri godine (0 - 3 godina starosti) prije datuma objave Poziva za dostavljanje

zahtjeva. Zahtjevi od preduzeca osnovanih prije 27. februara 2017. godine nece biti razmatrani.

3. Poslovna saradnja sa dijasporom: Mala i srednja preduzec¢a (MSP), podnositelji zahtjeva, moraju imati

uspostavljenu vezu sa ¢lanom dijaspore koju moraju i dokazati, na neki od slijedecih nacina:

* MSP definisana su brojem zaposlenih i ukupnim prometom ili ukupnom bilansom, prema ¢emu: (i) mikro preduzeca imaju manje od 10
zaposlenika i manje ili ukupno 2 miliona eura prometa ili ukupne bilanse, (ii) mala preduzeéa imaju izmedu 10 i 49 zaposlenika i manje ili
ukupno 10 miliona eura prometa ili ukupne bilanse, i (iii) srednja preduzeéa imaju izmedu 50 i 249 zaposlenika i 50 miliona eura prometa

ili ukupne bilanse.

putem drugog pravnog lica u njegovom/njenom vecinskom vlasnistvu, tada podnositelj zahtjeva

mora dostaviti i izvod iz registracijskog dokumenta tog pravnog lica koji dokazuje da je u vec¢inskom

vlasnistvu ¢lana bh. dijaspore.

0 Poslovna saradnja sa ¢lanom bh. dijaspore koji posreduje u plasmanu proizvoda i usluga na

medunarodna trzista za preduzece koje podnosi prijavu, posredovanje u investiranju od strane clana bh.

dijaspore, zajednickog ulaganja ili drugog oblika saradnje koji je prihvacen kao nematerijalno ucesce za

provedbu poslovnog plana. Navedena poslovna saradnja moze poprimiti jedan od navedenih oblika:

Clan bh. dijaspore koji je posrednik/ca na medunarodnom trzistu - ¢lan bh. dijaspore je
vlasnik/ca ili suvlasnik/ca strane kompanije koja posreduje u plasmanu proizvoda ifili usluga
preduzeca podnosioca zahtjeva. Ovaj €lan dijaspore saraduje sa bh. preduzeéem za pristup
inostranom trzistu (povezuje kompaniju sa lancima distribucije i prodajnim mrezama s ciljem
osiguranja pristupa stranim trzistima i pronalazenju partnera i klijenata u inostranstvu).

Dokaza o statusu clana bh. dijaspore koji je posrednik/ca za medunarodno trZiste koji se
moze demonstrirati putem kopije radne dozvole, boravisne dozvole, i/ili kopije pasosa (a
ukoliko je ¢lan bh. dijaspore strani drzavljanin koji Zivi izvan BiH), ili drugog dokumenta
koji demonstrira da je ¢lan bh.dijaspore Zivio/la izvan BiH, u kontinuitetu, najmanje tri
godine. Ukoliko je ¢lan bh. dijaspore jedna od ugovornih ili sporazumnih strana putem
pravnog subjekta Ciji je vlasnik/ca ili suvlasnik/ica, potrebno je dostaviti kopiju sudskog
rijeSenja tog pravnog subjekta, a da bi se dokazalo vlasniStvo u tom pravnom licu.

Kopije kupoprodajnog ugovora koji demonstrira postojecu poslovnu saradnju izmedu
¢lana bh. dijaspore koji je posrednik za medunarodno trziste i bh. preduzeca koje je
podnosilac zahtjeva za grant. Podnosilac zahtjeva treba dostaviti kopije ugovora o
saradnji/kupoprodajni ugovor (a ukoliko je dokument na drugom jeziku osim sluzbenih
jezika BiH ili engleskog jezika, potrebno je prevesti ovaj dokument); i

Kopije narudzbi sa pratecim, realizovanim fakturama iz prethodnih godina, kako bi se
dokumentovala ranija poslovna saradnja, izmedu bh. preduzeca i clana bh. dijaspore (fizicko
i/ili pravno lice, u vlasnistvu/suvlasnistvu bh.clana dijaspore).
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iv. Ukoliko ¢e ova poslovna saradnja izmedu bh. preduzeca i clana bh. dijaspore biti
realizovana nakon podnosenja zahtjeva prema ovom Pozivu, sprovedba granta ce biti
uslovljena dostavljenim kopijama narudzbi i pratecih faktura kako bi se demonstrirala
sprovedba kupoprodajnog ugovora tokom trajanja implementacije granta.

o Clan bh. dijaspore je posrednik u investiranju strane kompanije u BiH - ¢lan dijaspore je posrednik
izmedu bh. preduzeca i nove, strane investicije koja ¢e biti izvrSena i sprovedena u BiH (povezao/la
kompaniju ili inicirao/la stranu investiciju, zagovaranjem, promocijom i povezivanjem osigurao prenos
proizvodnje u BiH), a ¢lan bh. dijaspore je dio menadZmenta u novo-formiranoj kompaniji u BiH. U
ovom slucaju, podnosilac zahtjeva za grant moze biti preduzece registrovano u BiH koje je nastalo kao
rezultat ove saradnje.

Poslovnu saradnju je potrebno potkrijepiti putem:

i. Dokaza o statusu ¢lana bh. dijaspore koji je posrednik za u investiranju novu, stranu
investiciju u BiH koji se moZe demonstrirati putem kopije radne dozvole, boravisne
dozvole, i/ili kopije pasosa (a ukoliko je bh.clan dijaspore strani drzavljanin koji Zivi izvan
BiH), ili drugog dokumenta koji demonstrira da je ¢lan bh.dijaspore Zivio/la izvan BiH, u
kontinuitetu, najmanje tri godine.

ii. Potpisana izjava ili ugovor podnosioca zahtjeva koji dokumentuje da je ¢lan bh. dijaspore
koji je posrednik u investiranju strane kompanije u BiH zaposlen u bh. preduzecu koje je
podnosilac zahtjeva za grant, te da je prethodno bio (ili je jos uvijek) zaposlen u stranoj
kompaniji koja je vlasnik ili suvlasnik preduze¢a u BiH u koje investira. Ova potvrda
takoder potvrduje da je ¢lan bh. dijaspore dio menadZment tima u bh. preduzecu u kojoj
je ta investicija izvrSena. Preduzece koje je nastalo kao rezultat investicije u BiH moze biti
podnosilac zahtjeva za grant. Zaposlenje €lana bh. dijaspore koji je posrednik u investiranju
strane kompanije u BiH je bilo u trajanju od najmanje tri godine u stranoj kompaniji koja
je investirala u BiH.

llustrativni primjeri prihvatljivih prijedloga nalaze se na kraju ovog Poziva.

Clan dijaspore definise se kao iseljenik/ci i njihovi potomci koji Zive izvan zemlje rodenja ili porijekla, bilo na
privremenoj ili trajnoj osnovi, ali i dalje imaju znacajne veze sa zemljama porijekla. Status ¢lana dijaspore mora
biti dokazan vaze¢im dokumentom koji ukazuje na prebivaliSte izvan BiH sa ukupnim trajanjem od najmanje tri
godine. Osoba se takoder moze smatrati clanom dijaspore ako se vratila u Bosnu i Hercegovinu i ima trajno
prebivaliste u BiH unutar tri godine prije datuma kada je podnesen zahtjev. Ova osoba duzna je dokazati vaze¢im
dokumentima da je imala kontinuirani boravak u inostranstvu u trajanju od tri godine.

Finansiranje i podjela troskova

Podnositelji zahtjeva za bespovratna sredstva bi¢e duzni da zahtjev podupru vlastitim doprinosom za finansiranje,
i to najmanje u odnosu od I: I. To znaci da doprinos BDM-a ne moze premasiti 50% cjelokupnog finansiranja
neophodnog za implementaciju poslovnog prijedloga predlozenog u zahtjevu za dodjelu sredstava. Udio
doprinosa podnositelja zahtjeva za finansiranje moze biti najmanje 50% u gotovini, a preostalih 50% moze se

osigurati kao nefinansijski doprinos podnositelja zahtjeva. Podnositelji zahtjeva koji osiguraju vedi udio vlastitog

finansiranja (kako u pogledu ukupnog udjela u prijedlogu poslovanja, tako i u pogledu udjela gotovine i
nefinansijskog doprinosa) imace prednost u postupku evaluacije.
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Svrha finansiranja: sredstva za finansiranje iz BDM fonda moraju biti iskljuivo utrosena za nabavku stalnih
sredstava. Stalna sredstava su definirana kao imovina koja je kupljena za dugotrajno koristenje i nece biti
pretvorena u gotovinu u periodu od najmanje |2 mjeseci, kao Sto su zemljiSta, zgrade i oprema.

Stalna sredstava su materijalna dobra (npr. oprema, masine, racunari, software i slicno), ili nematerijalna imovina
(zastitni znak, patent, goodwill, itd.) koji ima korisni vijek trajanja vise od jedne godine i trosak nabavke po
jedinicnoj cijeni od 1.000 US$ ili viSe. Napominjemo da je uz zahtjev za grant sredstva potrebno dostaviti barem
jednu ponudu za trazenu nabavku stalnog sredstva. Premda je ista informativne prirode, ponudu je potrebno
dostaviti kako bi se ustanovila priblizna trzisna vrijednost za trazenu nabavke.

Period implementacije poslovnog prijedloga

Period implementacije poslovnih prijedloga moze obuhvatiti maksimalno 12 mjeseci (jednu godinu), ili kraci
period, koji se predstavlja kroz planirane aktivnosti i rezultate navedene u zahtjevu za dodjelu bespovratnih
sredstava.

Ogranicenja
BDM nece odobriti bespovratna sredstva za poslovne prijedloge koji dovode do narusavanja trzista, niti ¢e se
dodijeljena bespovratna sredstva moci koristiti za sljedece:

e Troskove organizacije ceremonija, zabava, proslava ili "reprezentacija”.

e Kupovinu robe koja podlijeze ogranicenjima, kao sto su: poljoprivredna roba, motorna vozila,
ukljucujuéi motocikle, lijekovi, medicinska oprema, proizvodi za kontracepciju, koristena
oprema (bez prethodnog odobrenja projekta ,,Diaspora Invest”), koja podlijeze
ogranicenjima, ili zabranjena roba, u skladu sa propisima USAID-a, ukljucuju¢i, ali bez
ogranicenja na sljedece: oprema i usluge za abortus, luksuzne robe, itd.

e Alkoholna pica.

e Kupovinu dobara ili usluga koja podlijezu ogranicenjima ili su zabranjena, u skladu sa propisima USAID-
a, prema izvoru ili zemlji porijekla (Laos, Kuba, Iran, Sjeverna Koreja, (Sjeverni) Sudan i Sirija) takvih
dobara ili usluga.

e Prethodne obaveze i/ili dugovanja, novéane kazne i kazne nametnute kompaniji koja je korisnik
bespovratnih sredstava.

e Donacije.

Zahtjevi nece biti razmatrani ukoliko ih podnesu dole navedni subjekti, ili drugi subjekti u partnerstvu sa:

e Neprofitnim organizacijama, drzavnim institucijama (nacionalne, regionalne ili lokalne).

e Poljoprivredne zadruge ili udruzenja, ukljucivo poljoprivredna grazdinstva i/ili obrti.

e  Zaposlenicima, ugovaracima ili clanovima porodica sponzora koji ucestvuju u Pozivu (USAID, itd.).

e Ucesnicima Odbora za razmatranje i evaluaciju (REC), pruzateljima tehnicke podrske (TA) i
konsultantskih usluga koje finansira Projekat.

e Subjekti navedeni kao Stranke koje imaju zabranu uceS¢a u Programima Federalne nabavke ili
Programima podrske koji ne podrazumijevaju nabavke.

Podnositelji zahtjeva mogu podnijeti samo jedan zahtjev na otvoreni Poziv. Svi prijedlozi sadrzani u zahtjevu za
dodjelu bespovratnih sredstava moraju poticati dobre ekoloske prakse.

Program Description

This Request for Applications (RFA) is seeking small grant applications in support of the following objectives of
the Bosnia and Herzegovina Diaspora Marketplace (BDM):

The objective of the USAID Diaspora Invest Activity (hereinafter: “Diaspora Invest” or “DI”), is to catalyze the economic
contributions of BiH Diaspora to BiH’s socio-economic development. Bosnia and Herzegovina Diaspora Marketplace
(hereinafter: “BDM?”) is a Business Plan Competition utilizing the Small Grant Fund that is intended to create new job
opportunities for the citizens of BiH through increased diaspora investment. The overall goal of the BDM is to support at
least 70 diaspora-eligible, early stage SMEs and start-ups and create 250 new jobs at assisted enterprises. In addition,
small grants are expected to contribute to an increase of diaspora direct investment by at least US$7 million as evidenced
by metrics established to capture quadlitative impacts such as the amount of equity/debt financing contributed towards
investment in fixed assets, diaspora knowledge transfer, introduction of new technologies, etc., and facilitate redirection of
a portion of remittances transfers towards enterprise investment and development.

Background

More than 2 million people originating from BiH currently reside outside of the country. This diaspora is mostly
well integrated and better off than other migrant communities in their host countries, with ample potential and
willingness to contribute to the development of BiH. This is evidenced also by substantial diaspora remittances,
currently estimated at 12% of Bosnian GDP, greatly exceeding the FDI flows into the country.

Bosnia Diaspora Marketplace (BDM) is a business plan competition designed to support the entrepreneurial
spirit and resources of the BiH diaspora and BiH SMEs, through the Small Grant Fund (SGF). By treating grant
applications like investments, BDM will seek to fund financially viable BiH companies with links to the BiH
diaspora that have the potential to expand their business and hire new employees. Grant decisions will seek
engagement with BiH diaspora members in a structured way and provide incentives for diaspora-related
investments. These funds will facilitate the mobilization of diaspora capital into high-growth potential, but
underfunded SMEs, that can create new jobs across a range of sectors.

Total value of the SGF is US$ 1,824,946.50. Small grant awards will typically range from KM 15,000 to 50,000.
Maximum small grant application cannot exceed KM 50,000.

e) Focus Areas for Consideration

Small grants will be awarded for activities that have the largest potential to achieve overall impact on: creating
new jobs, increasing direct diaspora investment, establishing and/or strengthening partnerships of BiH SMEs with
diaspora, transferring of diaspora’s know-how, market outreach, mentoring, business networking, and
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strengthening the links between science, technology and business as well as to utilize other financial and non-
financial contributions to BiH economic growth.

Participation of women diaspora investors and/or women entrepreneurs is encouraged.

Small Grant Applications must specify activity outputs and explain how and to what degree they are expected
to generate tangible business results objectives.

f) Expected Results:

e New jobs created;
e Diaspora investment captured;

e Introduction of new products and/or services for BiH and export markets or expansion of
existing business.

g) Target Sectors

The BDM is particularly supportive of proposals for business ventures working in “productive sectors” including:
agriculture/agribusiness, energy, tourism, manufacturing sectors in general, inclusive of metal processing and
wood processing sectors, and information and communication technologies (ICT).

h) Anticipated start and end dates:
This RFA opens on February 27, 2020 at 4.00 PM and closes for applications on March 31, 2020 at 4:00 PM.

All applicants, both those accepted as well as those rejected after initial review, will be notified by May 15, 2020,
at the latest. Applications accepted after initial review will be asked to proceed in cycle and provide additional
information or clarifications, as needed, to participate in the Business Plan competition.

Eligibility for Grants

The Bosnia and Herzegovina Diaspora Marketplace/Small Grant Fund (BDM/SGF) is geared towards supporting

new diaspora business ventures in Bosnia and Herzegovina or helping expand operations of existing diaspora-
linked businesses incorporated within the last three years preceding the publishing date of the Request for

Applications.

There are several criteria that the Bosnia and Herzegovina Diaspora Marketplace Fund applicant must ensure to

be eligible for funding. These pertain to:

I. Legal incorporation - The Small Grant fund is open to small and medium-sized companies (SMEs)!

registered in Bosnia and Herzegovina. Businesses that are not yet legally registered may also participate in

the competition represented by their founder(s), provided they become legally incorporated before

advancing to the final round of the competition.

2. Company age: The SME applying may be a startup or an established business operating for a maximum of

three years (0-3 years) at the time of the RFA launch. Companies registered prior to February 27, 2017

shall not be eligible for grant awards.

*SMEs are defined by their staff headcount and either turnover or balance sheet totals where: (i) micro enterprises have less than 10 staff

and less than or equal to EUR 2 million in turnover or balance sheet total, (ii) small enterprises have between 10 and 49 employees and less

than or equal to EUR 10 million in turnover or balance sheet total, and (iii) medium sized enterprises which have between 50 and 249

employees and EUR 50 million in turnover or balance sheet total.
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3. Diaspora link: SMEs applying must have a demonstrable relationship with a diaspora member. This
relationship is exhibited through one of the following:

(i) a minimum 25% equity ownership by the diaspora member in the SME applying for grant
funding. The ownership can be exercised either directly as an individual or through a company in
majority ownership of a diaspora member.

Means of verification of this relationship are:

e Proof of diaspora status of the BiH diaspora member, that may include a copy of a residence

permit, work permit, and/or copy of a passport (if BiH diaspora member is a foreign citizen
residing outside of BiH), or other document proving that BiH diaspora member resided outside
of Bosnia and Herzegovina continuously for at least three years; and

e Excerpt from a registration document of the company applying for the grant that clearly

presents the ownership structure of the applicant firm.

If the BiH diaspora member owns the minimum required equity ownership stake of 25% in the applicant firm
through another legal entity in his/her majority ownership, then the applicant must also submit the excerpt from
the registration document of that legal entity proving that it is majority owned by BiH diaspora member.

OR

(ii) verifiable relationship with a diaspora member which is demonstrable through a proof of a trade
and/or contractual relationship, investment facilitation by diaspora member, joint venture or other legal
relationship as the acceptable forms of non-financial contributions to the business proposal. The

relationship may take the following form:

a) Diaspora member opening up access to foreign markets — is a relationship where a BiH

diaspora member, or a foreign company that is partially or fully owned by a BiH diaspora member,
acts on behalf of the BiH company (applicant for grant funding) to market its goods or services
outside of Bosnia and Herzegovina (“Diaspora Sales Agent”).

Means of verification of this contractual relationship are:

e Proof of diaspora status of the BiH diaspora member acting as a Diaspora Sales Agent,

that may include a copy of a residence permit, work permit, and/or copy of a passport (if
BiH diaspora member is a foreign citizen residing outside of BiH), or other document
proving that BiH diaspora member resided outside of Bosnia and Herzegovina
continuously for at least three years. If the BiH diaspora member is a party to the contract
or agreement through a legal entity in his or her majority ownership, an excerpt from the
registration document of that legal entity must be submitted to prove the ownership over

the legal entity.

e A sales agreement or a contract which documents an existing, ongoing business

relationship between the Diaspora Sales Agent and a BiH company applying for the grant.
The applicant should provide a copy of the contract/agreement (which should be
translated only if it is concluded in a language other than BHS or ENG languages); and
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e Copies of previously completed orders and corresponding invoices in the year preceding

the RFA if this is a pre-existing relationship between the BiH-based company and the
diaspora member (either acting as a person or a foreign legal entity owned or co-owned
by a BiH diaspora member). If this contractual relationship between the applying company
and the diaspora member was concluded during the RFA, the grant implementation and
execution will be mandated with provided copies of orders and corresponding invoices
verifying execution of this contractual relationship throughout grant implementation.

b) Diaspora member bringing and facilitating new foreign investment in BiH — where a BiH

diaspora member acts as an investment facilitator (“Diaspora Investment Facilitator”) for new
foreign investment to be located and incorporated in Bosnia and Herzegovina and takes a
management role in the newly established entity. In this case, the grant applicant may be the BiH-
registered company that resulted from this investment.

Means of verification of this contractual relationship are:

i Proof of diaspora status of the BiH diaspora member acting as a Diaspora Investment

Facilitator, that may include a copy of a residence permit, work permit, and/or copy
of a passport (if BiH diaspora member is a foreign citizen residing outside of BiH), or
other document proving that BiH diaspora member resided outside of Bosnia and
Herzegovina continuously for at least three years.

ii. A signed affidavit from the applicant company confirming that the Diaspora Investment

Facilitator is currently employed with the BiH company applying for grant funding and

has previously been employed (or presently still is employed) with the foreign

company/investor that currently owns or co-owns an ownership stake in the applicant

company. The Diaspora Investment Facilitator should be a member of the
management team of the BiH company in which the investment occurred and has
been employed by the foreign company/investor at least three years.

lllustrative examples of grant funding projects are available at the end of this RFA.

The diaspora member is defined as emigrant(s) and their descendants who live outside the country of their
birth or ancestry, either on a temporary or permanent basis, yet still maintain significant ties to their countries
of origin. Status of a diaspora member must be proved by a valid document indicating residence outside of Bosnia
and Herzegovina for a total duration of at least three years. A person can also be considered a diaspora member
if he/she has returned to Bosnia and Herzegovina and taken a permanent residence in BiH within the last three
years before the date the small grant application is submitted. This individual was living abroad continually for
at least three years, which can be demonstrated by valid documents.

Funding and Cost Sharing

Small grant applicants will be required to match the grant requested with own funding contribution at a I:1 rate,
at the least. This means that BDM/SGF contribution cannot exceed 50% of the overall funding necessary to
implement the business proposal nominated in the small grant application. The grant applicant's share of funding

can take the form of 50% minimum cash, while the remaining 50% may be provided as in-kind contribution by

the applicant. Applicants who provide higher leverage amounts (both in terms of overall share in the business
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proposal and the share of cash vs. in-kind contribution) will be given more favorable treatment in the grant
evaluation process.

Grant funds requested from the BDM Small Grant Fund must be dedicated entirely for the purpose of financing
the purchase of fixed assets. Fixed assets are defined as assets which are purchased for long-term use and are
not likely to be converted into cash within at least |2 months, such as equipment.

Equipment is defined as either a tangible asset (such as machinery, computers, production lines, et.) or an
intangible asset (software, trademark, patent, goodwill, etc.) that has a useful life of more than one year, and an
acquisition cost of $1,000 or more per unit.

Please note that at least one offer for the requested equipment should be provided with the small grant
application. Albeit informational, these offers should provide a general market value for the requested
procurement.

Duration of Grant Implementation

Business proposals can have a maximum |2-month (one year) implementation period, or shorter, reflected
through the presented activities and outputs in the grant application.

Restrictions

BDM/SGF will not provide grants for business proposals that create market distortion, nor can the grants
awarded be utilized for the following:

e Ceremonies, parties, celebrations, or “representation” expenses;

e Purchases of restricted goods, such as: restricted agricultural commodities, motor vehicles including
motorcycles, pharmaceuticals, medical equipment, contraceptive products, used equipment (without
the previous approval of Diaspora Invest), or prohibited goods under USAID regulations, including but
not limited to the following: abortion equipment and services, luxury goods, etc.;

e  Alcoholic beverages;

e Purchases of goods or services restricted or prohibited under the prevailing USAID source or
nationality (Laos, Cuba, Iran, North Korea, (North) Sudan and Syria);

e  Prior obligations of and/or, debts, fines, and penalties imposed on the company receiving the grant;

e Creation of endowments.

The Activity would not consider applications from or in partnership with:

¢ Not-for-profit organizations, government institutions (national, regional or local);

e  Agricultural associations or cooperatives, inclusive of individual or collective farms;

e Employees, contractors, or family members of any participating sponsors (USAID, etc.);

e Review and Evaluation Committee (REC) participants, providers of technical assistance (TA) and
consulting services funded by the Activity;

e  Entities listed in Parties Excluded from Federal Procurement or Non-procurement Programs.

Applicants may only submit one application per the open RFA.

All business proposals contained in the grant application must promote environmentally friendly practices.

Application Process
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Any company interested in applying for a BDM award in response to this RFA must submit a Small Grant
Application, completed in either English or BHS language.

The filled-out application should be submitted in both electronic and hard copy form. The electronic copy should
be completed using the online version available at www.grant.diasporainvest.ba/grant.

We strongly encourage all interested applicants to attend one of the Info Sessions listed in this RFA prior to
completion of the small grant application, if possible.

The small grant application should be accompanied by the following supporting documents and certifications:

e Copy of a work permit, residency permit, ID, passport/visa, or other form of identification verifying the
diaspora member status; individuals or companies whom at present are BiH residents can apply as long
as their diaspora status is verifiable;

e Signed affidavit confirming the diaspora member status;

e Signed affidavit which confirms verifiable relationship with diaspora member (note: to be signed only in
case of a “Diaspora Investment Facilitator”)

e Copy of a sales agreement or a contract, along with copies of previously completed orders and
corresponding invoices (note: to be signed only in case of a “Diaspora Sales Agent”).

e Mandatory certifications;

e Balance sheet and income statement for the previous three years, if the company has been in operation
during that period;

e  Excerpt from the court register/business register indicating date of first registration, names of founders
and equity holders;

e Detailed budget and timeline of the activity;

e Branding and Marking Plan;

e  Other supporting documents indicated elsewhere in this RFA.

Please note that the small grant application and accompanying documents must be signed and sent to the
Diaspora Invest address by the date stipulated in this RFA. Incomplete applications will be rejected.

BDM will, upon the receipt of the small grant applications, confirm the receipt and mark it with its Application
Number.

BDM will primarily support activities that are submitted in response to open Requests for Applications.

Applicants whose proposals are successful will be notified to “proceed in cycle”. These applicants will be visited
on-site visit by the Diaspora Invest team. During the site visit, the technical team and/or GM will compare and
assess the information submitted in the small grant application and supporting documents, such as the description
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of the location and site, state of the equipment and facilities, and availability of human resources and technical
capacities of the applicant. Site visit will also be used to conduct budget negotiations if necessary, in order to
ensure that the proposed business activities are implemented in the way they are described in the business plan.
The next step of the process is the evaluation by the Review and Evaluation Committee (REC) as a judging panel.
The business proposals selected as finalists will be reviewed by a judging panel that may consist of Diaspora
Invest staff members, distinguished business experts, and development practitioners from USAID, BDM partners,
or other development institutions, and leaders from the diaspora community. Upon notice, the applicants will
need to prepare a short presentation to present the business idea as the final step of the review. Each
presentation is anticipated to have a |5-minute time slot.

Criteria for Award Selection

The following key criteria shall be taken into consideration for award selection:

(i) Technical merit
. Business proposal (35%): Business proposals must demonstrate a well-thought out idea and model that

has the potential to be profitable, sustainable, and generate economic development and clear
demonstration of diaspora investment and/or involvement. Successful proposals will clearly articulate
how the proposed product, service, or business model is more compelling than existing ones and how
the business proposal can improve or enhance the business and the community.

. Operations and Results (20%): Proposals must demonstrate the ability to achieve tangible results in terms

of business growth and economic development during the grant period and beyond. Information
regarding existing operations in BiH, if any, should be provided. It should define relevant outcome
indicators and targets such as production, sales, direct and indirect jobs created, increased wages,
information access, etc.

. Management Capacity (20%): Proposals must demonstrate the team's capacity to successfully implement

and grow the business in the local context, and most importantly, to implement the specific key activity
listed in the SGF proposal. Evidence will include information regarding the team composition, relevant
qualifications, and demonstrated track record of success and types of management systems (financial and
other) used to manage and business. Proposals must demonstrate the ability to leverage existing applicant
resources in terms of operations, financing, expertise and networking. Proposals should also explain the
depth and strength of the relationship between the diaspora member and the local
entrepreneur(s)/enterprise as well as any utilization of external resources.
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(i) Cost effectiveness and cost realism
. Financial sustainability, funding and leverage (25%): Small Grant Applications must outline a financial

business model that is realistic in the local context/market in the near and medium term, and a strategy
for long-term viability. Proposals must describe how the grant funding will be used, and should
demonstrate a minimum of one-to-one leverage ratio of applicant contributions to BDM grant funding.
Proposals that offer to leverage beyond that are viewed favorably. Minimum 50% of the matching
contribution must be in the form of a cash contribution. In addition to monetary contributions, in-kind
resources such as know/how or other non-financial instruments are also valuable contributions,
however, such contributions must be documented and verifiable.

(i)  Other Requirements
. Adequacy of branding and marking plans
. Attention to gender, youth, minorities, and other cross cutting issues
e Addressing of environmental concerns, if any.

Proposals containing the following will be viewed favorably:

I) Higher level of grant applicant co-financing compared to request grant award, and a higher level of cash co-
financing compared to in-kind contribution of the applicant’s share of funding.

2) Higher employment generation — please note that new jobs are defined as persons being fully employed by
the applicant, which would be documented through official employment records upon grant closeout.

3) Higher level of direct diaspora investment.

Availability of Funds and Other Considerations

Issuance of this RFA does not constitute an award commitment on the part of Diaspora Invest, USAID, United
States Government, or the Financial Markets International, Inc (FMI) as the contractor, nor does it commit
USAID, US Government or FMI to pay for costs incurred in the preparation and submission of the BDM grant
application.

Diaspora Invest reserves the right to fund any or none of the applications submitted, to change the due date for
applications, and to make grant awards on a revised schedule. Grant awards will be subject to the availability of
funding in the Small Grant Fund.

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Annex |: lllustrative examples of eligible proposals
Example |: New diaspora investment in metal processing industry

Individual A is a BiH diaspora member residing in Germany, currently setting up a new Company B in Bosnia and
Herzegovina to manufacture specialized industrial tube and pipe benders for export to German and Swiss
markets. Once incorporated in BiH, Company B will employ 17 workers and will require a total of 720,000 KM
investment in the first year. Individual A applied for a grant with the BDM for cost sharing for the purchase of
a CNC machine. The total value of the CNC machine is 112,000 KM, with Individual A applying for a 35,000 KM
grant to the BDM, with the remaining 77,000 KM to be covered by Company B after incorporation.

The grant application is provisionally approved, with the grant agreement signed with Company B after its
incorporation.

Example 2: Expanding production in an existing diaspora-owned car parts manufacturer

Company A is a BiH manufacturer of automobile spare parts, with a BiH diaspora member as a majority owner.
It was established 2 years ago. The company was just awarded a new contract for exports to ltaly. For this
purpose, the company will hire 6 new employees and expand the production line. Company A is requesting a
grant of 35,000 KM from BDM as cost sharing for the purchase of tooling equipment, while Company A will
contribute 70,000 KM to the project. Of these 70,000 KM, 52,500 KM will be in cash for the purchase of the
equipment, and 17,500 KM is in kind contribution in taxes, utilities, labor and related costs.

Example 3: Diaspora member opening access to foreign markets for a BiH software development
firm

Company A is a BiH ICT start-up registered in January 2018. The company requested 10,000 KM from BDM
for the purchase of necessary computer equipment due to expansion of the existing operations and hiring two
new employees. Company A has a sales agreement with a BiH diaspora member in Belgium who owns Company
B in Belgium for the placement and sales of the Company A’s applications in the Belgian and Luxembourg markets.
This agreement was signed in 2018 with an objective to penetrate the Belgian and the Luxembourg markets
during 2018 and 2019 by Company B. This agreement is valued at 50,000 KM per year. Company A is requesting
a grant of 10,000 KM from the BDM for the equipment purchase, with 7,000 KM as own cash contribution up
by Company A towards the purchase, and another 5,000 KM towards the training needs of new staff.
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Applicant BDM Goals Achieved:
7,000 Cash contribution 10,000 e 2 new employees hired
5,000 In-kind contribution ¢ New applications sold
12,000 Total 10,000 ¢ Increased sales

22,000 KM e New markets penetrated

Example 4: Diaspora member opening access to Danish market for a BiH furniture producer

Individual K is a BiH diaspora member working in Denmark for a furniture distribution company, acting as a

Diaspora Sales Agent. He has contacted a BiH Company B, a furniture producer, to source sofas produced by

Company B for the Danish market. Individual K and Company B signed a sales agreement, thus specifying the

terms of the agreement, such as: Individual K fee’s, duration of the sales agreement, company B’s expected sales,

and other information.

Total value of this contract is 117,000 KM for 2019. This sales agreement is provided for a BDM grant as diaspora
investment leverage, with a grant request of 15,000 KM to be used towards investment in packaging equipment
for Company B. Company B will provide additional 10,000 KM in cash towards the packaging equipment and in-
kind contribution of 3,000 KM to be used towards training and knowledge transfer for 2 new employees as well
as 7,000 KM in salaries for the new staff.
